MINUTES SUBJECT TO VILLAGE BOARD APPROVAL
REGULAR VILLAGE OF BIRON BOARD MEETING JANUARY 11, 2010
The January 11, 2010 Regular Board Meeting was called to order by President Jon Evenson at 6:30 p.m. at the Biron Municipal Center.  The meeting was properly posted according to Wisconsin State Statutes.  
PRESENT:  Trustees:  Tammy Steward, Jan Gaber, Tim Krause, Margaret Billman and June Siegler. Dan Muleski was pre-approved absent.   Also in attendance were Public Works Supervisor Rick O’Keefe, Treasurer Pam Witt, Lee Emmer and Kirk Skoog of MSA Professional Services, Larry Koopman of Lampert-Lee & Associates and one interested party.        
MINUTES:  Minutes were reviewed from the Regular Board Meeting held on December 14, 2009.  Motion Gaber to accept the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on December 14, 2009, seconded Siegler.  M.C.

FINANCE & BUDGET COMMITTEE: Chairperson Billman reporting.  Review of Bills and Approval for Payment - Committee met, reviewed, and approved the bills for the Village, Wastewater Department and Water Utility.  Motion Siegler to pay all Village, Water Utility and Wastewater Department bills, seconded Krause.  M.C.  Reviewed Non-Lapsing Funds – Committee reviewed non-lapsing funds and recommended transferring the scheduled deposits for 2009 into the non-lapsing accounts as budgeted.  Motion Gaber to transfer the scheduled deposits of $21,000 into non-lapsing accounts, seconded Steward.  M.C.  Motion Siegler to cash in the three Water Utility non-lapsing CD’s to retire Loan #9011 (Well House Project), which comes due on February 1, 2010, seconded Gaber.  M.C.  2009 Budget Recap – The committee discussed accrual accounting as a more accurate and effective system of financing and budget.  Motion Krause to accept the Finance & Budget Committee report, seconded Siegler.  M.C.  

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer Witt reporting.  The report of expenditures and receipts was reviewed.  The checking account balance on hand December 31, 2009 is $502,497.20.  The balance includes total receipts of $410,438.44 and expenditures of $84,617.68.  Investment accounts through December:  Village Non-Lapsing Fund CD’s $364,121.67.  Water Utility:  Checking $115,301.75, Money Market $23,292.73, Non-Lapsing Fund $247,515.81.   Wastewater Department: Checking $26,754.89, Non-Lapsing Fund $14,294.39.  Motion Krause to accept the Treasurer’s report, seconded Steward.   M.C.
 PUBLIC WORK’S COMMITTEE  REPORT:  Chairperson Steward reporting.  Biron GIS – Asset Manager Web Hosting & Maintenance – This agreement is for the GIS mapping system maintenance for 2010.  Motion Gaber to approve the Biron GIS – Asset Manager Web Hosting & Maintenance Contract for 2010 from MSA Professional Services in the amount of $900.00, seconded Billman.  M.C.  Public Work’s Supervisor Update – Crew was out picking up branches after the ice storm in December, using the 1 ton truck after building a cover for use with the chipper.  Mark Motors had a sale on inventory at their location in Grand Rapids, where there were several vehicle lifts for purchase.  The village garage is in need of a vehicle lift, since the old one had to be removed several years ago because it was no longer safe.  Motion Siegler to purchase an above ground vehicle lift from Mark Motors for use at the Municipal Garage not to exceed $2,000, seconded Steward.  M.C.  Motion Gaber to accept the Public Work’s Committee report, seconded Steward.  M.C.  
WATER UTILITY COMMITTEE: - Chairperson Krause reporting.  Water Superintendent O’Keefe reported receiving the preliminary water tests for 2010 and that the crew had fixed a broken water line on South Biron Drive on January 11, 2010.  Motion Siegler to accept the Water Utility’s Committee report, seconded Evenson.  M.C.
PUBLIC PROPERTY, SAFETY & RECREATION COMMITTEE:  Chairperson Gaber reporting.  Vacuum cleaner and two coffee urns were purchased for use at the Municipal Center. The committee is still looking into purchasing additional chairs.  Motion Krause to accept Public Property, Safety, and Recreation Committee report, seconded Steward.  M.C.  
PERSONNEL COMMITTEE:  Chairperson Siegler reporting. No meetings were held. Motion Steward to accept the Personnel Committee report, seconded Gaber.  M.C. 
LEGISLATIVE, ORDINANCE & ZONING COMMITTEE:  No report.
WASTEWATER COMMISSION:  Wastewater Representative Steward reporting.  There were no meetings to report.  Motion Krause to accept Wastewater Commission’s report, seconded Evenson.  M.C.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  President Evenson reporting.  Board Meeting Time Change – The February 8, 2010 will be held at 5:30 p.m.  Financial Consultant – Motion Krause to hire Jeff Cohen, CPA to assist Biron in converting the financial accounts from cash basis to accrual basis and the separation of the TIF expenditures not to exceed $1,500, seconded Gaber.  M.C.  Business Park Engineering Services Agreement – This agreement is for comprehensive engineering services for the business park facilities on which legal approval has been completed.  Motion Steward to approve the Professional Engineering Services and Land Surveying Services for the design, bidding and construction of Phase 1 and Phase 11 of the Wood County Business Park in Biron from Lampert-Lee & Associates not to exceed $285,000.00, seconded Siegler.  M.C.  Business Park Planning Services Agreement – This agreement pertains to work that needs to be accomplished prior to the actual engineering.  Motion Steward to approve the Planning Services for the Wood County Business Park in Biron Agreement for Professional Services from Lampert-Lee & Associates not to exceed $50,000.00, seconded Evenson.  M.C.  Master Professional Services Agreement – This two-year agreement would enable MSA Professional Services, Inc. to act quickly on task orders not exceeding $35,000.  Motion Siegler to approve the Master Professional Services Agreement between the Village of Biron and MSA Professional Services, Inc., seconded Steward.  M.C.  Motion Krause to authorize Jon Evenson as our representative understanding that Evenson will consult with at least one other member of the board and/or the Public Works Director prior to authorizing work under the Master Professional Services Agreement, seconded Steward.  M.C.  Status of Biron East TIA – Meet with WiDOT in December to expedite WiDOT’s activity relative to Biron WI 54 TIA and made an agreement to make efforts to prioritize their actions, specifically the WI 54 – County U intersection.  Biron 54 East Business Park WiDot Coordination Task Order – Discussion was held on the agreement considering the cost and greater detail needed on this task order.  Motion Evenson to approve the Biron 54 East Business Park WisDot Coordination Task Order for MSA Professional Services contingent on MSA Professional Services, Inc. providing greater detail on the task order listings, not to exceed $4,200.00, seconded Steward.  M.C.  December Meeting Report - Evenson reported on meetings he attended in December.  Meetings were held concerning the Biron WI 54 TIA with the WiDot and also with the village attorney to review the service contracts from Lampert-Lee & Associates.  Evenson also met with the village assessor regarding the Wellington tax status.   President’s Update – Evenson reported on a bill in the senate for distressed TIF districts and encouraged local officials to contact the Senate Organization Committee and urge them to schedule AB 426 for a floor vote.  Motion Krause to accept the President’s report, seconded Gaber.  M.C.
ADJOURNMENT:  Motion Billman to adjourn the January 11, 2010 board meeting, seconded Gaber.  M.C.
