MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 2, 2010 
PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED BUDGET
AND SPECIAL VILLAGE OF BIRON BOARD MEETING
The Public Hearing on the Village of Biron Proposed 2011 Budget was brought to order by President Jon Evenson on Monday, December 2, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Biron Municipal Center.  The proposed budget was properly published and posted as required by State Statues.

PRESENT:  Trustees:  Tammy Steward, Tim Krause, Bob Walker, June Siegler, Dan Muleski and Susan Carlson and one interested party. 
PROPOSED BUDGET:  The proposed budget for 2011 was presented and reviewed.  Expenses:  General Government - $357,125.00, Public Safety - $185,050.00, Public Works - $285,000.00, Health and Human Services, which includes Humane Society - $1,300.00, Culture, Recreation and Education - $10,222.00, Conservation and Development - $8,800.00, Debt Service - $94,750.00, Miscellaneous  - $500.00 for total expenses of $942,747.00.  Receipts:  Village Tax Levy - $695,678.00, TID Expense Reimbursement - $40,000.00, Other Taxes $60,000.00, Intergovernmental Revenue - $122,069.00, Licenses and Permits - $5,000.00, Miscellaneous $20,000.00 for total receipts of $942,747.00  The assessed value of the Village is 84,413,700.
DISCUSSION:  Discussion, questions and concerns were voiced on the budget.  Questions were raised on the wage and benefit increases and employee health options.  This is an issue the Personnel Committee is reviewing.  The crew members are unionized and are under a 3 year contract.  President Evenson explained TID and tax rates and discussed how TID reflects the tax base and income from other taxing entities and that there was no impact to the taxpayer.
ADJOURNMENT:  After sufficient time to have all questions and concerns answered - Motion Muleski to adjourn the Public Hearing, seconded Steward.  M.C.
