                MINUTES SUBJECT TO VILLAGE BOARD APPROVAL
REGULAR VILLAGE OF BIRON BOARD MEETING JULY 13, 2015
The July 13, 2015 Regular Village Board meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by President Jon Evenson at the Biron Municipal Center.  The meeting was properly posted according to Wisconsin State Statutes.
PRESENT:   Trustees:  Susan Carlson, Mark Honkomp, Tammy Steward, Bob Walker and June Siegler were present.  Dan Muleski was pre-approved absent.  Also in attendance were:  Treasurer Pam Witt, Public Work’s Supervisor Bill Vruwink, and Daniel Borchardt, MSA representative. 
MINUTES:  Minutes were reviewed from the Regular Board Meeting held on June 8th, 2015 and the June 15th Special  Board  meeting.    Motion Carlson to approve the minutes from the June 8, 2015 Regular Board Meeting, seconded Siegler.  M.C.  Motion Honkomp to approve the minutes from the Special Board meeting held on June 15, 2015, seconded Carlson.   
FINANCE & BUDGET COMMITTEE: Chairperson Bob Walker reporting.  Committee reviewed the general account bills, water & wastewater bills, non-lapsing accts and journal entries for June.  Committee also reviewed year-to-date budgets.  Budgets were discussed concentrating on the over spent budgets.  Motion Honkomp to accept the finance & budget committee report, seconded Honkomp. **(Corrected to Carlson at the next board meeting)**  M.C.  By approving the committee report the agenda items are also approved.
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer Pam Witt reporting.  The report of expenditures and receipts was reviewed.  The total receipts’ for June 2015 was $6,057.44.  Expenses were $155,216.84.   General checking account bills were paid on check #’s 18146-18203 with 7 auto pays, to pay the State, IRS, Deferred Comp and State retirement for payroll deductions.   A list of all June bills was included for the board to review.  Village Non-Lapsing Fund $561,305.57.  Water Utility:  Checking $64,943.00.   Money Market $184,579.55.  Water bills were paid on check #’s 3691-3701.  Wastewater Department: Checking $29,156.66.  Non-Lapsing Fund $14,349.81.  Wastewater bills were paid on check #’s 2762-2767.  A list of all checks paid for the water & wastewater was included for the board to review.  Motion Walker to accept the Treasurer’s report, seconded Carlson.  M.C 
PUBLIC WORK’S COMMITTEE REPORT:  Chairperson Dan Muleski reporting.** (Corrected at the next board meeting – Dan was absent and the  Public Works’ Supervisor gave the report)**  Public Works Supervisor’s Update – The Public Works Supervisor reported that the intersection at Highway 80 & 54 will be a J turn.  The meeting for this will be held on August 6th at the municipal center.  The business park sign is going up.  Progress on the street lightson Shore Acres was discussed.  It was mentioned how well the crew did at the park removing the graffiti.  Motion Honkomp to accept the Public Works Committee report, seconded Carlson.  M.C.
WATER UTILITY UPDATE:  Chairperson Susan Carlson reporting.   Water Superintendent’s update – The transfer switch in the well house is in the process of being repaired.  There was minimal discussion on a PSC water rate increase.  Motion Walker to accept the Water Utility Committee report, seconded Siegler.  M.C.  
SAFETY & WELFARE COMMITTEE REPORT:  Committee member Tammy Steward reporting.  Committee discussed a boulder rock with a plaque on it or a cement post.  Motion Evenson to spend up to $500.00 for the boulder rock and plaque at the tennis court, seconded Walker.  M.C.  Motion Walker to accept the Safety & Welfare committee report, seconded Evenson.   M.C.
WASTEWATER COMMISSION REPORT: Commission Member Steward reporting.    Note:  The Waste Water Treatment Plant is operated & staffed by the City of Wisconsin Rapids.  One member of the Village of Biron Board of Trustees is an acting member of the Commission.  - The minutes from the July 1st, 2015 wastewater commission meeting were available for review by the board. The west side lift station needs to be rebuilt.  Motion Honkomp to accept the Wastewater Treatment Commission report, seconded Siegler.  M.C.
MSA UPDATE:  
1)      South Biron Drive Construction Update (City of Wisconsin Rapids honored the Village’s request for a waived degradation fee of $3,500.)  This was accepted by the City of Wisconsin Rapids.  The degradation fee was for work to be done on Strawberry Lane.  
2)      South Biron Drive Real Estate Memo and Plat update Parcel 1 Mohr Property (Board to consider plat correction, Jon to initial plat) Motion Honkomp to approve the plat correction, seconded Siegler.  M.C.
       Quick Claim deed (Jon sign, Deb to notarize), new warranty deed      (MSA will pay recording fee) 

3)      Consideration for Wisconsin Rapids to service water to the Mohr Property in lieu of Biron

Expense for the Village 150ft 6-inch watermain at $30/ft =$4,500

Expense for Service Lateral 20ft 1 inch at $30/ft = $600

       Curb stop service =$550 
Estimated Total for Village = $5650  There would be no cost to the Village to give this property back to the City of WR.  Currently we are only providing Mohr’s with the Village’s water service.

4)      Consideration of Gateway park project B award to Janke General Contractors for $133,160 – Janke’s quality is great.  Motion Honkomp to approve Janke’s proposal for project B for a cost of $133,160., seconded Steward.  M.C.
5)      Consideration of Gateway Park project C award to Janke General Contractors for $103,000 – Motion Honkomp to award project C to Janke’s General Construction in the amount of $103,000, seconded Steward.  M.C.
6)    Funding Update From the CBDG $362,000, & 28,000 will become available.
