                MINUTES SUBJECT TO VILLAGE BOARD APPROVAL
REGULAR VILLAGE OF BIRON BOARD MEETING JUNE 8, 2015
The June 8, 2015 Regular Village Board meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by President Jon Evenson at the Biron Municipal Center.  The meeting was properly posted according to Wisconsin State Statutes.
PRESENT:   Trustees:  Susan Carlson, Mark Honkomp, Tammy Steward, Bob Walker and Dan Muleski were present.  June Siegler was pre-approved absent.  Also in attendance were:  Treasurer Pam Witt, Public Work’s Supervisor Bill Vruwink, and Daniel Borchardt, MSA representative. 
MINUTES:  Minutes were reviewed from the Regular Board Meeting held on May 11th, 2015 and Board of Review held on May 21, 2015. Motion Carlson to approve the minutes from the May 11, 2015 Regular Board meeting, seconded Walker.  M.C.  Motion Carlson to approve the May 21, 2015 Board of Review minutes, seconded Steward.  M.C. 
FINANCE & BUDGET COMMITTEE: Chairperson Bob Walker reporting.  Committee reviewed the general account bills, water & wastewater bills, non-lapsing accts and journal entries for May.  Loan renewal was referred.  Motion Muleski to accept the finance & budget committee report, seconded Honkomp.  M.C.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer Pam Witt reporting.  The report of expenditures and receipts was reviewed.  The total receipts’ for May, 2015 was $5,729.99.  Expenses were $74,431.61.   General checking account bills were paid on check #’s 18073-18143 with 7 auto pays, to pay the State, IRS, Deferred Comp and State retirement for payroll deductions.   A list of all May bills was included for the board to review.  Village Non-Lapsing Fund $561,268.69.  Water Utility:  Checking $74,411.86.   Money Market $121,750.02.  Water bills were paid on check #’s 3683-3690.  Wastewater Department: Checking $31,861.66.  Non-Lapsing Fund $14,349.18.  Wastewater bills were paid on check #’s 2758-27561  A list of all checks paid for the water & wastewater was included for the board to review.  Motion Muleski to accept the Treasurer’s report, seconded Honkomp.  M.C 
PUBLIC WORK’S COMMITTEE REPORT:  Chairperson Dan Muleski reporting.  Public Works Supervisor’s Update – The Public Works Supervisor reported that the garbage truck had broken down so garbage was picked up on Tuesday last week.  The new mower has been received.  Three manholes need to be fixed:  two are located on Center Street and one on Johnson Parkway.  Motion Walkerto accept the Public Works Committee report, seconded Carlson.  M.C.
WATER UTILITY UPDATE:  Chairperson Susan Carlson reporting.   Water Superintendent’s update – The transfer switch in the well house is in the process of being repaired.  The fluoride tester is being investigated with support from Hach.  There are problems with the meter tester that need to be addressed.  Motion Honkomp to accept the Water Utility Committee report, seconded Evenson.  M.C.  
SAFETY & WELFARE COMMITTEE REPORT:  Committee member Tammy Steward reporting.  Committee would like a double wide plaque on the shelter houe.  There was discussion over where and what should be placed.  Wording was previously discussed and approved.  A cement post could be erected or a boulder could be used for placement of the  plaque.  Greg McDonald will make the final decision.  The  tennis court needs to be re-done.  Rich Weiler will do a concrete court for $17,640.00.  Concrete is slippery and a very fast surface.  An  asphalt surface is less slippery.  The tennis court is 60 x 120.  Motion Muleski to pre-approve $18,000 for an asphalt tennis court, seconded Walker.  M.C.
WASTEWATER COMMISSION REPORT: Commission Member Steward reporting.    Note:  The Waste Water Treatment Plant is operated & staffed by the City of Wisconsin Rapids.  One member of the Village of Biron Board of Trustees is an acting member of the Commission.  - The minutes from the June 3rd, 2015 wastewater commission meeting were not available for review by the board but it was reported that members will have a rate study done for big users.  As soon as the minutes are available they will be e-mailed to the board members.  Motion Muleski to accept the Wastewater Treatment Commission report, seconded Walker.  M.C.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT:   President Evenson reporting.  Approval of liquor licenses, operators licenses & cigarette licenses – The board reviewed all the applications for liquor licenses, operators licenses & cigarette licenses.  Motion Honkomp to approve all licenses as presented, seconded Walker.  M.C.  MSA update – wetland mitigation credit agreement – The DNR recommendation is for credits with Foggy Acres in Chippewa County at a cost of $34,820.00. Motion Honkomp to approve the DNR recommendation for wetland credits with Foggy Acres at a cost of $34,820.00, seconded Walker.  M.C.  with Evenson opposed.  Biron SDWL budget – This was sent from Thea at MSA and is an updated SDWL budget based on our discussions after the pre-construction recommendations.  Motion Muleski to utilize the SDWL agreement, seconded Steward.  M.C. with Jon opposed and Honkomp abstaining.  Biron needs to spend $230,000 to receive $460,000 on the SDWL program at an interest rate of 1.65%.  Amendment #8 has to be approved to be included in the financial assistance.  Amendment 9 – park plan modifications, bidding & bid management contracts for B & C per committee recommendations.  Amendment 9 also covers various other contracts but needs to be approved to allow completion of B & C.  Contracts for D, E, F & G could be done latter this year or next yeas.
